Comment on Results

Wheatland Elementary School believes in aproadive, thoughtful approach to building a strong foundation so that children can reach emotional,
social, intellectual and physica developmental milestonesasastart to learning. With thisin mind, Wheatland is committed to collaborating with
local daycare and preschool programsto ensure familiesin Srathmore have the necessary information to make informed decisions about their
child® elementary education. Asaschool of choice, families can be assured of quality core programming alongwith a range of additional supports
and servicesto meet avariety of needs. Wheatland worksin part nership with Alberta Hedth Services by identifyingand providing services for
children who require Speech, Occupational and Physical Therapy also by offeri ng the services of aMental Health Gounselor. Golden Hills School
Division Sudent Services worksclosely with Wheatland by helpingto monitor and program for academic and social emotional needs of early
learnersthrough supports such as Psychoeducati onal Testing, PUF funding supportsand services support, Early Literacy interventions,
Cannections Qinic and Family School Community Resource Gounselors.

Wheatland continuesto provide choice for Srathmoreresidents aswe offer both afull-time kindergarten program and half-time Montessori
Kindergarten program. We are also examining the prospects of housing a pre-school Montessori program to allow for an even better transition into
formal schooling. Gontinuingto work with the 5 for life Godlition to promote early development isstill a priority for Wheatland school. Many
Wheatland families attended the National Child Day on Thursday November 20t and we will continue to promote and support such initiatives.

Strategies

1 Wheatland will host an Open House evening in Jawuary to welcome all new potential Kindergarten families to learn|
about our school and programming. Invitations will be sent to all loca daycares, we will also advertise in the
Srathmore Sandard and Times, and with the 5 for Life coalition.

1 In dune, Wheatland will host a Kindergarten orientation evening to familiarize students and parents with thg
programming of both the full time kindergarten and the half day Montessori program. We also offer a kindergarten
orientation morning for Srathmore playschool students.

1  Monthly, The Wheatland School Resource team meets with the Rehabilitation team to collaborate about cases,
prioritiseneeds and talk about universal strategies. )

T In the New Year, Wheatland Administration will meet with the staff at the current GeedeO @aycares to discuss
current student needs and develop proactive plans for those children who will attend Wheatland so that supports
can already be in place and that program plans can already be developed prior to the Sart of the next school year.

Comment on Results

Theresults on our Accountability report card indicate adeclinein some areas which will require some attention and strategy. We are not
unsatisfied however with the resultsin many areas as Wheatland performed higher than the provincein acceptable standard in ELA 3, Math 3, Math
6 and Stience 6. We did however perform lower than the provincein Social Sudies 6, asdid the Lrisdiction. Thisis an area of collective concern
which will require acollaborative approach to determine waysto better reach those targets of achievement.

Strategies

1 Each week, Wheatland teachers are providedreleasetime to meet in their common PLCS 10 work together in planning,
creaing and collaborating. This year, Wheatland staff created goals for each of their PLCgroups aligned with GHSCPowerful
learning. We have also brought in Wally Diefenthaler from the Critical Thinking Consortium to work with each of our PLC
groupsto further support the work they are doing and broaden their repertoire of strategies to further improve student
achievement. Wheatland Teachers have also aligned their school PLCwork with that of the District Cdlaborative Days. Aswe
move forward and further develop our PLCwork, we hope to bringin the GHSD Instructional Goachesto assist usin our work
in amore intentional way. Although some of the PLCgroups have utilized the expertiseof the Instr uctional Coaches,we hope
to utilize their resources in amuch broader way so that everyone can experience this rich support. We believe that working
together, aligning our professional goals with the District and that of the Province and beingintentional in reviewing current
student achievement data with an action plan for improvement will support increased student achievement and the overall
quality of the experience of Wheatland students and staff.

1  Wealso made an intentional decision this school year to hire ateacher to work with our younger learnersin improving their
overall Literacy capacity. Using the Leveled Literacy program, strugding readers from our Primary gradeswork daily in an
intensive supportive program working to build stronger foundational skills and knowledge from aliteracy perspective. This
intentional support will also assist these learnersin their own efficacy as they will be better able to achieve academic success.

1  Fromanumeracy perspective, Wheatland pridesitself on excellent math achievement. Our grade 6 resultsin Mathematics
have consistently been above the province for multiple years.Wheatland uses tools in many classrooms such as power of 10,
Mathleticsand at the grade 6 level, we are piloting ump math as well as continuing to offer Math enrichment- a unique
program which part nerswith expertsto challenge learnerswell beyond the grade 6 curriculum in diverse and meaningful
ways.Weare very pleased with the overall results of math again this past year and expect our Math resultsto remain
excellent.

1  Wehavealso focused this year on incorporating the intentional teaching of Self-regulation and Social Emotional Learning
strategiesin all classes K-6. We believe that teaching students how to self-regulate and monitor their own emotions will assist
greatly in being better able to attend to learning. The intentionality of teaching students about how the brain functions and
how our emotions can impact our learning are important considerations. We want studentsto feel empowered and have a
better understanding of the correlation between emotions and learning and to have the tools necessary to better regulate.

1  Wheatland students will continue to be able to develop their leadership skills through the Leadership program offered at the
grade 6 level. Thisincludes the operation of the grade 6 leadership council which has an elected student executive and
supportsthe followinginitiatives: School Safety patrols, Lunch helpers,Milk program, Qti zenship community service group,
Active living helpers, Maintenance leader ship, Morning announcements, recess Monitors, Reading buddies, and the running of
all monthly award assemblies.
